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TikToker Justin Guzman Charged in Houston
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A tragic incident that unfolded in a Houston parking garage last month has taken a new turn.

Justin Guzman, a 22-year-old TikTok creator, has been charged with the killing of 30-year-
old Marine veteran Anthony Sanders. The incident occurred on June 3, 2025, near the
Galleria Mall on Westheimer Road and has since drawn significant attention from the local

community.

According to reports from local media, Anthony Sanders lost his life inside the parking

garage around 5 p.m. The details surrounding the event remain limited, but the gravity of the



loss is felt deeply by those who knew Sanders, a young man who served his country and

was remembered as a dedicated Marine veteran.

Justin Guzman, the suspect, turned himself into the Houston Police Department on Monday,
marking an important step in the ongoing investigation. Guzman is no stranger to the public
eye; he gained popularity on TikTok with lip-syncing and dancing videos that attracted over
130,000 followers before his original account was banned. Undeterred, Guzman launched a
new account under the handle @guzmanhimself1, quickly gaining a new following of more
than 52,000 followers as of July 1, 2025.

The case has sparked many questions about the circumstances leading up to the tragic
event. While details remain sparse, the community is watching closely as the justice system

begins to address the charges against Guzman.

This situation shines a light on how social media personalities can have a significant public
presence while facing serious real-world consequences. Guzman’s rise to TikTok fame
illustrates the power of digital platforms in shaping identities and communities today, but

also how quickly life off-screen can dramatically affect those involved.

Anthony Sanders’ death is a reminder of the fragility of life and the impact one moment can
have on many. As a Marine veteran, Sanders’ service was a defining part of his identity, and

his loss leaves a mark on both his family and the community that honors his sacrifice.

Houston Police continue their investigation, and Guzman’s case will proceed through the
legal system. For now, the city and social media followers alike await answers and hope for

justice in the memory of Anthony Sanders.
